
  

TRIP PURPOSE 

The purpose of our trip had three primary objectives: 

1. To verify the progress and impact of the Adopt-a-Child 
& Adopt-a-Student (child sponsorship) program. 

2. To assess the needs of the four churches we support. 

3. To help assist with the free medical clinics facilitated 
by Community Medicare Africa (CMA) that were held 
at each of the churches for the purpose of serving 
the members and the village community. 

From the minute we landed and throughout the entire trip, CMA 
President, Dr. Daniel Somba and CMA Secretary, Moses Obimbo 
were in control and had planned our every movement, safely and 
securely.  They were waiting to receive us at the airport and 
transport us to our hotel and we experienced each day of our 
schedule just as had been planned weeks in advance.  The pastors 
and churches were prepared and ready to receive us as they had 
also been planning months in advance leading up to our arrival.  The 
village communities surrounding each church we found to be well 
informed as to the purposes for our visit as well as what days we 
were to arrive and when the medical clinic would take place.  This 
was our fourth visit to these churches and I am thrilled to report 
that there was not a single logistical error.  In the future, 
recommend four days of dental clinics instead of two.  We thank 
God for King's Harbor and Holy Tabernacle of God churches which 
helped support the clinics.  We also thank the families who supplied 
major funding for the clinics, two families doing so in a miraculous 
way thanks to the leading of the Holy Spirit! 

CURRENT PROJECTS AND FUTURE GOALS FOR 2012 

In our continuing effort to help our 
family in the Machakos, Kenya area 
and the future generations to come, 
our primary goal will be to create 
awareness through this report and a 
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video presentation leading up to another mission trip in September 
of 2012.  Our hope would be to gather a team of people through 
King's Harbor and other churches that would like to be involved in 
the work God is doing in Kenya.  So, we think it is important to:  

1. Find means of getting all children of each church 
sponsored. 

2. Evaluate findings of fact-finding trip just concluded to 
determine greatest needs and top priorities and most 
effective ways of dealing with those needs. 

3. Work with King's Harbor Church to plan for and evaluate 

needs involved in a 2012 mission trip to Kenya. 

NEEDS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 

Due to the lack of rain fall over the last three years (and poor rainfall 
overall for last 10 years), the poor economy due to corruption and 
slow infrastructure growth, this area has been plagued by water 
born diseases, starvation and HIV.  The result has been a high rate of 
infant and adult mortality rates leaving many widows trying to raise 
their children, and orphans and children left to their grandparents 
because the parents have died from HIV. 

However, there is also some very good news.  Jesus is being 
preached in the streets everywhere and God is on His throne.  The 
country has a new constitution and they are making headway 
against government corruption and making infrastructure 
improvements such as roads, electricity and even a new city and 
airport in the future; foreign money is coming in from China and

MILLING MACHINE 
Each community needs a mill for generating income for their church.  It is an inexpensive way to boost their micro economies.  Margo 
Malone has adopted this project and is determined to raise the funds necessary to make sure each village has their own mill service; 
something we are all very excited about. 

The cost of the milling machine we saw in operation is $1,000 and gets the job done nicely.  The machine itself is made of steel and run by a 
hand cranked engine (similar to a lawn mower engine) and a small amount of water.  The electric model is much more expensive, as you 
can imagine.  The machine is used for grinding corn.  The kernels are crushed into a fine powder, which is used to make very stiff maize 
meal porridge with the consistency of play dough called ugali.  It is a major staple in Kenya.  An average Kenyan household eats ugali for 
dinner every night along with meat (when available), soup, stew or sauce.  It is very bland tasting but very nutritious. 

Each village will house the machine on or near the church grounds.  With the monies generated, each village will be able to maintain their 
machine if and when it needs repair.  They will also be able to purchase needed items such as food, water, clothing and other necessities 
they cannot currently afford to buy.  Please pray that this endeavor is a success.

CMA doctors and students will set up regular and voluntary 
rotations and care at this facility as there is only one 
pediatric ward in all of Kenya and that does not meet the 
need.  
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Our program to help the children with health, food and 
education is working and beginning to show real results. 
We have educated youth returning to their villages from 
school who are prepared to help their parents and are 
often excited about how they can impact their 
communities.  We have seen the positive results that water 
has made on the Mbondoni community and have plans to 
do another deep water well project for Nzaikoni.  Both 
Kasaini and Mutuyu have a water supply; we need only to 
provide the method of delivery (electricity, pump and 
piping) as well as storage tanks.  It has become very 
obvious that we need to see that every child in each church 
is sponsored. Besides the much needed help to the child, 
each sponsorship helps the church growth, the pastor, and 
the church programs which, in turn, help the whole village. 

Lastly, regarding the health of the community, on this trip 
Margo Malone was able to bring 200 pairs of eyeglasses 

that were distributed among the four 
villages. Everyone who received a pair 
was so grateful and, hopefully, we can 
get three or four times that amount to 
take with us next year.  The need for
